If you wish’ you can pay only one or two of the three of the Lifetime Membership categories of
dues, which reduces what your dues will be in the future.

LM = Temple Dues Portion (Moslem Shriners)

PCM = Hospital Assessment Portion (Shriners Hospitals for Children)
