Early retirement did not work well for Bob, a man who always needed to be 
busy, and he soon began to work for a good friend at MMS as a project manager contracted to Ford 
Motor Company where he continued to serve until his passing.

Bob also worked at the Lincoln Park Roller Rink where he met his wife of 46 years, Judy. Bob and Judy 
married in 1976 and together had two daughters, Holly and Rachel. Together, Bob and Judy managed 
the roller rink until 2017. The roller rink, the staff, and the customers were so much more than just 
people to Bob. They were family.

Bob was a proud man and enjoyed spending time with his family. He never missed his grandkids 
hockey games or concerts.

As much as Bob loved his family, Bob enjoyed the legacy of following in his father-in-law’s footsteps 
and being a Shriner.
