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Shriners Children's Erie is moving forward at a pace faster than a Shriner chasing a runaway beer truck. Our
new administrator, Jon Albert, and the 2024 Board of Governors have been busy.

The Erie staff took on a major refresh project, funded solely by the hospital and the employee volunteers
involved. Age-old wallpaper and dated surfaces were removed, and the building's interior walls were freshly
repaired and painted; the waiting rooms were remodeled; and the main entrance was given inviting renovations.
With all the improvements, and the welcoming faces (and wagging tails) of our nine comfort dogs roaming
around the hospital, our children have a nice place to come.

As of November 30, 2024, SCE surpassed several KPIs over last year, including new patients, rehabs and
surgeries. With the hiring of a new motion lab analyst, the facility is expected to keep getting busier, while
we deliver world-class health services to Shriner Kids who depend on us. Through November 2024, Erie
performed 187 surgeries at our partner hospitals at a cost of $21,142.

The clinical model that was implemented appears to be delivering increasing performance at reduced costs, as
intended. The 2025 fundraising project is for a much-needed pediatricimmobilization device. It is a specialized
piece of x-ray equipment which enables improved imaging for young children — and doesn't require little ones
to remain still! The device also precisely measures the patient so that more accurate cast fittings can be made.
The estimated cost is $69,000. While it seems like an aggressive goal, I'm confident our donors will continue to
support important initiatives, like this one.
